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Pastor's Report 2009 

In 2008 and 2009 ODCC received two undesignated financial gifts of substantial amounts. These were 
timely gifts since Session was already poised to think about Vision, Mission and Strategic Planning. So 
not only did Session implement our Undesignated Gift Policy, which requires that special gifts be 
spent only under the direction of a Strategic Plan, but we got to work on rewriting our Vision and 
Mission Statement which is near completion. Our new Vision Statement is: 

Joyfully Lead People to the Transforming Love of Christ! 

The Session wholeheartedly embraces this renewed vision for ODCC and we look forward to leading 
the congregation to joyfully partner with us to fulfill God's call for our Church. 

Despite overcorrring some more bumps in the road as we move forward into our new future, worship 
attendance grew by 10% over 2009. This is a monumental achievement for us, as insignificant as it 
may seem. Growth in worship attendance means we are atypical for a mainline Presbyterian church 
and puts us in the top 15% of all PCUSA churches. M y personal goal for 2010 is to increase that 
number another 10%. We are already seeing some new faces in Worship. This growth has come about 
by us all working together as a team and as co-workers, co-laborers, for the gospel of Jesus Christ. 

We, like most congregations, experienced a drop in giving for 2009 and pledges for 2010. This gave 
Session the challenge and opportunity to engage the Stewardship process at a level which I had not 
experienced in my tenure at ODCC. We worked together as a Team to ensure we were being the best 
stewards/managers of God's money. As a Team, we made the necessary staff adjustments and 
reallocation of funds for 2010. I believe we wil l not experience any reduction in our ability to do 
God's work. Rather we may in fact be better poised to engage our community because of our renewed 
call to partnership ministry. Part of that reassessment was for me to forgo my sabbatical leave for 
2010. In short, the tirning just didn't feel right. 

Another success in our church is a renewed vision for the Youth, and youth programming., at ODCC. 
Session responded to the concerns of parents for biblical teaching and nurturing for their children and 
the Session came up with a creative solution to provide more resources for a Youth Director. Also, 
I've experienced a new partnership and team approach to leading our youth that has engaged parents 
and teens in leading this important area of ministry. 

I continue to serve on Wabash Valley Presbytery's council which is the acting body of elders when the 
full body of elders is not in attendance. 

In 2010,1 wil l continue to work with Session on implementing our new Vision and Mission statement 
which wil l take the form of a Strategic Ministry Plan (SMP). The SMP will provide a roadmap for us 
to do ministry, address facilities limitations, look at staffing issues, and how we as the Body of Christ 
can fulfill our divine calling. 

I look forward to 2010 being another fruitful year of working with the leadership of ODCC to fulfill 
our mission in this place and time.

2009 REPORT 

As we all know, 2009 was a financially challenging year for everyone. The Stewardship 
Committee Report will point out some challenges for the congregation, but also some 
bright spots. 

DESIGNATED GIFTS 

With much guidance from Robert, the Stewardship Committee drafted a Designated Gift 
Policy which was sent to Session for approval. 

FINANCES 

The 2009 year-end financials reported a $17,281 surplus of income over expenditures. 
The surplus was generated in a large part from two sources: a generous gift to the 
Endowment Fund of $23,814 and 2010 pledges of $19,227 received by the Church in 
2009. Pledges for 2009 actually received in 2009 were $23,292 below the budgeted level 
for 2009. This represents 88% of the planned pledge total. General offerings were 
$2,203 above the budget at $22,203. The December 31,2009 assets for the Church were: 
$272,234 compared with $259,404 on December 31, 2008. This represents an increase of 
$12, 831. This increase in assets is due to the generous gift of $23,814 to the ODCC 
Endowment Fund. 

STEWARDSHIP 

Consecration Sunday was held on November 1, with a Celebration Brunch served after 
the 10:45 service. Plans for Consecration Sunday were coordinated by Chuck 
Smofhermon and Jane Dickey, with help from the whole Stewardship Committee. 
Pledges for 2010 totaled $174,380 from 69 giving units. 

B U D G E T 

One important function of the Stewardship Cornrnittee is formulating a budget for the 
Church. The pledges for 2010 at $17,762 less than 2009, dictated some hard choices in 
preparing the next year's budget. Stewardship would like to thank Committee chairs and 
all of the employees of the Church who made sacrifices to make this budget possible. 
Church employees received no raises, three positions were eliminated, and one position's 
duties were cut and therefore its pay. At the same time, the Youth Director's pay was 
doubled showing Session's priority to grow our Youth Programs. 

The Committee would also like to thank Session for the diligence in which they tackled 
the 2010 budget. Through their hard work, the job of making tough decisions was done 
in a timely manner getting a budget completed while making $18,947 in cuts.

WORSHIP ATTENDANCE: The average weekly attendance for 2009 was 112 
worshippers, a slight increase from last year. This weekly attendance excluded three 
miss-reported Sundays and one unreported Sunday and included in the average Maundy 
Thursday and Christmas Eve. The first service averaged 38.6 and the second service 65.9 
attendees over the course of 2009. 

SUMMER SCHEDULE: The summer service lasted 12 weeks. (June 21st through 
September 6 th. Lemonade and coffee were served between services, a time for the entire 
congregation to be together. Modification was made to insect repellents and Dick Nix 
graciously did the set-up along with Joey Leach and Bill Bailey. Libby Larson directed 
the music. A new outdoor sound system with lapel microphone helped deliver the 
service. 

SPECIAL SERVICES: Maundy Thursday attendance was 61... On Easter 232 attended 
services and communion was served. On Christmas Eve the 4 p.m. children's service had 
62 (children of all ages) and the 9 p.m. service had 136 in attendance. 

PULPIT SUPPLY: A l Mussman, Chuck Smothermon, Rebecca Hunt, Mark Kilmer, 
Mary Lee McFarland, Brad Harry, Phil Smith and Mike Becker filled the pulpit in the 
absence of Rev. Leach. 

COMMUNION SERVICES: In addition to the 12 Communion Sundays, Communion 
was served at the April 9 t h Maundy Thursday Service. Judy Selund organized the set-up 
and clean-up and Lolly Dogan secured the servers. Gordon Johnson and Barbara Scully 
served communion to shut-ins for several months. 

SCRIPTURE READERS/LITURGISTS: We began having liturgists in March. Worship 
was now lead by clergy and lay persons. Two training sessions were held and Robert 
Leach prepared the training. Jayne Mann often wrote the liturgy for services. We focused 
on adding youth involvement to the service including a video for Consecration Sunday. 

USHERS: Mark Lecy secured ushers for each Sunday. In November Roger Winsor 
joined the worship committee and accepted the Head Usher position. This facilitates the 
worship service by having the sanctuary and church prepared for the minister, 
worshippers and music team. 

SANCTUARY AND FOYER: Jayne Mann, Monica Conrad and Sue Klimek worked 
with donations by many to dress the facility for worship. 
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ADVENT: A new advent wreath on a metal stand was added. Church members 
volunteered to "hang the greens" including the outdoor decor. The candles were lit by 
the youth who participated in the advent story each week. The progressive advent banner 
was hung. 

SUMMARY: It was a pleasure to serve on the worship committee this year. We set high 
goals and were able to achieve many with the committee dedication. We visited St. 
John's Church to see their sanctuary and Stations of the Cross. We are currently focused 
on including the youth in worship services in dynamic and creative ways. We are 
thankful for the members, the musical groups, the faithful preaching of the Word by 
Reverend Robert Leach and the liturgists for leadership during worship services. We are 
thankful for being one body under Christ.

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SANDPIPER COOPERATIVE PRESCHOOL 

Sandpiper Cooperative Preschool is 36 years old this year. The preschool serves 3,4, and 5 year 
olds from Ogden Dunes and the surrounding communities. Our current enrollment is 9 children 
in the 3 day class and 7 children in the 2 day class. We have more than doubled our enrollment 
from last year. Class is in session 5 mornings a week. This year we have added a teacher 
assistant to the program. Parents are co-oping on Thursdays and Fridays. 

The mission of Sandpiper is to offer a nurturing environment that is designed to help enhance the 
child's self-image, further develop positive socialization skills, and strengthen concept formation 
and motor skills. We accomplish this by following a daily schedule that is enhanced with age 
appropriate activities which are set in a welcoming, print rich, learning environment. Our 
curriculum is a literacy based program in which reading, letter recognition, language and 
vocabulary are all a part of every school day. This summer I attended a workshop to be trained 
on the reading program "zoo-phonics". It is a kinesthetic method for teaching phonics, reading, 
and spelling, using literature. With great joy, success, and fun we are implementing this program 
into our daily schedule. We have also added Spanish to our curriculum. Once a week both 
classes are introduced to the Spanish language through music, literacy, and math. 
During the Fall of 2009 we attended two field trips; the apple orchard and the pumpkin patch. 
Coming up in early 2010 we have plans to visit the Hageman Library in Porter and a trip to the 
puppet show, "Aesop's Fables II" at the Center for Visual and Performing Arts in Munster. We, 
will also be going on a field trip to Bellaboo's, a Lake County Recreation Center, to participate 
in a program on health. 

The Sandpiper board is made up of volunteer parents who work together with the teacher to 
provide a meaningful experience for the children. The funding for the preschool comes primarily 
from tuition paid by the parents of the students. The majority of the expenses are the teacher's 
salary, materials and supplies, rent for our classroom space and insurance. Sandpiper families 
held two fundraisers this past fall and winter; Carson's Community Days, selling discounted 
coupons for Carson's charity shopping days and a cookie dough sale. The Ogden Dunes 
Women's Club recently made a generous donation to Sandpiper and of course we were pleased 
to receive again a grant from Ogden Dunes Community Church Endowment Fund for continued 
arts and language as well as recruitment for future success. 

The preschool uses the southwest corner of the building for morning classes and the room is 
shared with other church-related activities throughout the rest of the week. 

We thank you for your continued support of this important children's program. 
My personal goal at Sandpiper is to have each child leave school wanting to come back.

2009 REPORT 

The ODCC Endowment Fund is a charitable trust established in 1976. This trust was 
established to encourage members and friends of the Church to make financial 
contributions to sustain and promote the life of the Church. Proceeds from the 
Endowment Fund are to be used for charitable causes. 

The Endowment Fund trustees for 2009 were: Co-chairperson of the Stewardship 
Committee, Ken Engel; Financial Secretary of the Church, Allen Johnson; and two 
at large members, Dena Lecy and Carolyn Saxton. The Endowment Fund has assets 
invested through Wells Fargo Advisors and 1s t Source Bank. 

The Endowment Fund distributed $5,300 in grants per the procedures of distribution of 
income policy enacted in 2008. The distribution was divided between three grants from a 
total of eight grant requests received. The recipients were: Indiana Dunes Great Banquet, 
$1,500; and Sandpiper Cooperative Preschool, $2,000. A grant to ODCC Christian 
Education Committee of $1,800, to be paid out in 2010, was also approved for the 
purpose of assisting in funding a youth director position during 2010. This funding is 
contingent on hiring a youth director. 

In 2008, the fund benefited from the generosity of Thomas Young III. The Endowment 
Fund received $22,100 of his gift of $25,000 to the Church in memory of his father 
Thomas Young JR. 

In 2009, the fund benefited from the generosity of the estate of Mary Jo Tarrant. The 
Endowment Fund received $21,432.60 of the gift of $23,814.00 to the Church. 

The Endowment Fund grew significantly during the last two years. The book value of the 
fund at the January 1,2008 was $101,909.02. The book value of the fund at the end of 
2009 was $132,613.38.
