“The Love of God”

| was walking past a boutique recently and a sign in the window caught by eyes. It
said: “l love you more!”

Immediately | was reminded of God’s love in Jeremiah 31:3 — “| (God) have loved you
with an everlasting love” — and to me that word “everlasting” can relate to the sign in the
window: “l love you MORE!!"
