No — | am not talking about “wishful thing.” | am talking about “The
Certainty of Hope.” Without hope, life would be dull, despairing, depressing and can even lead to suicidal
tendencies.

Just when you think...”l can’t take it anymore.” Or “Nobody cares whether | live or die.” Or “l am not worth
anything,” or “ am a failure — what'’s the use of trying...” HOLD ONTO HOPE. For believers, “hope” is not
abstract, it is a person — the Lord Jesus Christ.

History is filled with people who held on to Hope:

. Abe Lincoln was defeated in elections 9 times before he became President
